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Features of “Community 25”
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O “Community 25” is a program composed of 25 movements (calls), enabling mastery in a
shorter timeframe compared to traditional basic programs.
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O By further narrowing down the number of movements, it can also be utilized as a program
for one-day workshops.
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O Movements are selected to allow participants to experience the enjoyment of SD even
within limited workshop time.
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O The teaching pace can be adjusted according to participants’ comprehension levels and age.
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O It can be utilized in various programs aimed at promoting SD.

Features of “TAIKEN Program”
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This program runs for 6 weeks (or 6 sessions), with each session designed around
a different experiential workshop for participants.
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In the first session of the trial class, instruction will be provided using the common
calls and the first session assignment.
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The second session will be conducted using the common calls and the second session
assignment.
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The same pattern will be followed for instruction after the third session.

This program can also be used as a teaching order when instructing individuals who
continue to participate in the trial classes.
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You can adjust the number of sessions by selecting a training pattern.
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If you wish to avoid Swing, you may skip the fourth workshop assignment.
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For one-time trial sessions, we recommend following the pattern of the first session
of the trial class.
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The method of greeting (bow) and explanation of the square set will be covered
separately.
