Square dance leadership is often more 

than just the caller. The partner is also an 

integral part of the activity. Attending a 

convention provides better understanding 

of what the caller may need to learn, how 

the partner can assist their caller in 

improving their skills, and what skills or 

aspects of being a leader can be 

accomplished by the partner.
